Skills Training 
(optional)
If you have identified 
training or up-skilling 
in your action plan 
this programme may 
provide you with the 
necessary funding. 
The training can 
cover areas such 
as self-employment, 
interview and job 
search techniques or 
the skills you need for 
a change of career.

Securing 
Employment
The aim of this 
programme is to 
help you secure 
sustainable 
employment as 
quickly as possible.

Eligibility criteria
To participate you must be over the age of 19, live in the East of England (Hertfordshire, 
Bedfordshire, Cambridgeshire, Norfolk, Suffolk or Essex), be under consultation of redundancy 
or be under notice of redundancy or have been notified that you may be affected by downsizing 
or closure or have been made redundant within the last six months from your start date on the 
programme and be eligible for Agency and ESF funding under normal rules.
